Structure of semester

During the semester the students attends a number of introducing modules.

One of these is chosen for a more thorough and deeper investigation – each student make individual choice. 

The purpose, curriculum, goal, exercises, literature etc. is chosen by the student and described in an  individual study plan handed in to the teachers in week 14. Students can chose identical study plans and do their study in a small group.

The study plan (and any changes to it) must be approved by the teacher(s). 

To help the student reach the goal of the study plan the teacher supervises, gives lectures and supports as needed. The student should attend meetings, class, lectures, reviews etc. as advised by the teacher. 

Finally the result(s) of the individual studies is described and documented in a ”Documentation Report”.

Structure and content of the report can vary according to the individual study plans and nature of studies.

The structure and organization of the report must be approved by the teacher(s).

The report has to have an extent between 20 and 30 pages (not counting front-page, table-of-contents, appendices etc.).

The report should be handed in to the teacher before the deadline: Wednesday 24th May 2006.

The number of copies to be handed in is calculated as: 2 + number of teachers attending the exam.

Examination

The examination is individual and oral. 

Two (2) students are examined per hour – there is no preparation time.

First the student selects an initial question from a collection of questions covering the introducing modules (excluding the module chosen for individual study plan). This initial question should be answered within 5-6 minutes (including supplementary questions from the examinator(s)).

Then the student briefly (3 – 5 minutes) presents their “Documentation Report” and the individual study. The presentation can include material and results not presented in the report.

Finally the content of the report and its domain is discussed by the student and the examinator(s).

Duration of the discussion will be approximately 15 minutes.

Importance is attached to that the subject has been covered in a way that gives the student sufficient skill and insight to be able to use the knowledge in a professional manner.

One mark is given after the examination (covering the report, the initial question, the presentation and discussion of the report). In deciding the mark the report itself and the answering of the initial question weighs approximately 25% each, the presentation and discussion of the report weighs approximately 50%.
