The assignment

You are to do a program with the following input, calculations and output:

Input

Declare variables and read in:

· Number of adults, children and number of each fruits

Calculations

Then the program should calculate

· The number of apples, oranges and bananas given to each child. 

· The number of apples, oranges and bananas bought by the staff 

· The total price to be paid by the staff

Output 

The program should print out:

· Number of apples given to each child

· Number of oranges given to each child 

· Number of bananas given to each child 

· Number of apples bought by the staff, and the price for this

· Number of oranges bought by the staff, and the price for this

· Number of bananas bought by staff, and the price for this

· The total price for the fruit buying by the staff
