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Examination after 1st semester on 1st study year

Pre-requisites

The student has enrolled the examination.
Examination Curriculum
Curriculum from the subjects “Software Construction” and “Software Design”

Preparation- and examination period

1. Preparation period: 0 minutes.

2. Examination period: 20 minutes per student including evaluation and marking.

Examination type 

1. Oral examination with exam questions as a starting point.

2. The questions should cover essential topics from 1st semester study.

Before the exam

1. At least 10 days before exam the teacher has handed a list of possible exam questions or questions similar to these. 

2. The examiner has together with the students versed and rehearsed some, but maybe not all of these questions. 

Permitted resources

1. No resources (notes, assignments, solutions etc) are allowed at exam time.
2. No preparation time for questions is allowed.

Course of the exam

1. The student draw one question in SW-Design and one question in SW-Construction.

2. The student starts the oral presentation.
3.  The examiners will ask appropriate questions; if necessary.

4.  The oral presentation and answering of each student is evaluated by the examiners.

5.  The student is given one single mark, based on an overall evaluation on the oral part of the 
 examination. 

Assessment

1. The mark “passed” or “not passed” is given.
Reexamination

1. If “not passed” or ill the student must retake the exam; i.e. attend the reexamination.
2. If the reexamination is “not passed”, the student can not expect to continue on the 2nd semester study.

3. In case of “not passed” the student will be called in for a personal meeting with the student counselor.
4. Based on this meeting the student will be given some options for the future study.
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
