Main Success scenario:

1. Borrower arrives at counter with item-copies to borrow

2. Librarian enters borrower-id

3. System presents borrower information

4. Librarian starts new lending

5. Librarian enters item-copy-id

6. System records lending
Librarian repeats 5-6 until indicates done      

7. System presents receipt

8. Borrower leaves with receipt and item-copies borrowed.
